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GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 

 

These Design Guidelines are the Design Guidelines referenced in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, Restrictions, and Easements for Wildlife Preserve, dated May 23, 2007, recorded in the Office of the Clerk of the 

Superior Court of Glynn County, Georgia (the ñDeclarationò), and have been prepared for the mutual benefit of the residents of Wildlife Preserve.  The provisions of the Declaration are incorporated herein by reference.  

Capitalized terms used herein have the meaning set forth in the Declaration.   

 

The Declaration requires written approval of plans prior to making any change to a Lot in Wildlife Preserve.  This document is intended to be of assistance to owners in preparing plans that will be acceptable to the Design 

Review Committee.  No work or construction on any Lot shall be commenced and no residential dwelling shall be modified except in accordance with plans which have been approved by the Design Review Committee. 

 

The Design Review Committee may review an application for approval of plans based upon compliance with the provisions of this Declaration, the quality of workmanship and materials, harmony of external design with 

surrounding structures, the effect of the construction on the outlook from surrounding property and residential houses, and all other factors, including purely aesthetic considerations, which in the sole opinion of the Design 

Review Committee will affect the desirability or suitability of the work or construction within Wildlife Preserve. 

 

DESIGN REVIEW PROCEDURES 

 

All plans are to be submitted to the Design Review Committee for Wildlife Preserve at Wildlife Group, LLC, attn: Thad Truett, P.O. Box 20509, St. Simons Island, GA 31522.  No submission for approval shall be consid-

ered by the Design Review Committee unless and until such submission is in compliance with the provisions of the Declaration and these Design Guidelines.   

 

The application shall include: 

 

A plot plan indicating the location of all trees having a diameter at 4 feet from ground level in excess of 6 inches, all proposed structures and improvements, the Building Site, and the setback lines and easements  

applicable to the Lot. 

 

The plans and specifications should include: 

 

Foundation plan, section details, floor plans of all floors, elevation drawings of all exterior walls, exterior color schedule with color chips, roof plan and site plan showing location and orientation of buildings, mechanical 

equipment, walkways and other improvements on the Lot, Building Site, setback lines indicated and the location of trees, driveways, and finished grades. 

 

An existing and finished grade and landscape plan including drainage concepts. 

 

Other details as the Committee may reasonably require. 

 

The Design Review Committee shall require the payment of a $1,000.00 fee to review the plans, to cover the time and expense of the review by the members of the Committee.   This fee shall be due upon submittal of  

Preliminary Review. 

 

Approval or disapproval of applications to the Design Review Committee shall be given to the applicant in writing within thirty (30) days of receipt thereof by the Design Review Committee in accordance with the proce-

dures adopted by the Board.  In the event that the approval or disapproval is not forthcoming within thirty (30) days, unless an extension is agreed to by the applicant, the application shall be deemed approved and the con-

struction of the applied for improvements may be commenced provided that all such construction is in accordance with the submitted plans and provided further that such plans conform in all respects to the other terms and 

provisions of the Declaration.

Wildlife Preserveôs location and setting lends itself to require a timeless and classic  

Architectural Style.  The use of vernacular southern coastal styles is encouraged.  

Massing is a key ingredient in making the neighborhood cohesive.  The use of shed or 

lower roofs adjacent to larger masses is encouraged.  Hip and gabled roofs with a  

minimum of 18ò overhang are encouraged.  The use of the front porch gives the 

neighborhood the sense of community in addition to providing shade and relief to the 

primary elevation.
